Motion 1  
That the following resolutions be approved: 
1.    Annual Subscription Ordinary Members - as determined from time to time by the Lodge on advice 

from the Committee of General Purposes and/or the Lodge Treasurer. 
2.    Any Member residing more than 60 km from the Lodge Room shall be classified as a Country 

Member and shall be 50% of the Ordinary Member’s annual subscription. 
3.    Joining Fee an amount equal to 15% of the Ordinary Member’s annual subscription. 
4.    Initiation Fee (including Registration and Grand Lodge Certificate) such fee shall be 150% of the 

annual subscription of Ordinary Members. 
5.   A student Member is one who is under 30 years of age, studying full time, or almost full time,
