For some,treferences were not recorded, but as the list
grew, it was realized it could become an authavigsaind comprehensive record of Australian
Freemasons. It is now the most authoritative amdpcehensive list of Australian Freemasons on the
web and a useful resource for researchers. Re&eseare now being progressively added, but readers
should note names have only been included whesdiee of the same was considered reliable.
Unfortunately, not all of those named have reflédtee greatest credit on our Craft, but the test fo
inclusion is reasonable proof of membership, nbjesttive opinion on their actions or the lives they
led.
